The Friends for Orphan Education Society “The Friends" was founded in 1991 at Avlorto- Klikor
in the Ketu District of the Volta Region of Ghana. It is a local based non-political, non-profit,
non-governmental organisation."The Friends" overall goal is to bring together orphans,
abandoned and vulnerable children to support and assist them to acquire formal education
and employable skills in Agriculture and Vocations in order to fit in to the Ghanaian Society
and beyond.

The orphanage runs alongside a mainstream school where the orphans are educated. Focus is
on healthcare, in particular on HIV/AIDS prevention. The school board are also keen to educate
girls and to keep them in education throughout their teenage years.

Aims for the school:

To provide quality education for the children of the Klikor-Agbozume community and
beyond.

To complement government effort to reduce illiteracy.

To create job opportunities to deserving citizens and for that matter reduce rural-
urban migration.

To assist and support the programs and activities of the Friends for Orphan Education
